Whether you're chasing the
comfort of a familiar whisky, or the thrill of a gin distilled in
Goa, this bar is meant to feel like an index of possibilities.

INDIAN

For years, India was seen simply as a nation of drinkers,
whisky loyalists, rum nostalgists, and gin-and-tonic
enthusiasts shaped by colonial influence. But that
overlooks a much older truth: India has always been a land
of makers. Long before Scotch or Bordeaux arrived here,
regions across the country were already fermenting and
distilling their own spirits, toddy in the South, mahua in
Central India, feni in Goa, arrack in the East, and rice beers
across the Northeast. Drinking in India was always deeply
regional, agricultural, and local.

What has changed in the last two decades is visibility. India
has moved from being viewed as a massive consumer
market to becoming a serious player in the global spirits
conversation. Walk into a bar today and Indian bottles no
onger carry “Made in India” apologetically, they wear it
proudly. Our gins showcase Himalayan juniper, native
spices, citrus, and botanicals that reflect India’s landscape
itself. Our vodkas are crafted with precision from Indian
grains and spring water. Rum has evolved beyond nostalgia,
with coastal distilleries reimagining sugarcane through
terroir and tropical ageing.

And then there’s Indian whisky the category leading this
shift globally. Once associated with mass-market blends,
Indian single malts are now winning international awards,
shaped by intense monsoon ageing that creates a
character entirely their own. These are no longer Indian
interpretations of global spirits. They are becoming
distinctly Indian styles, rooted in region, climate, and
centuries of local spirit-making traditions.
